You’ll have the opportunity to approach the very top of the volcano by reaching an altitute of 
3,000 metres.

Stroll around the city’s ancient heart, 
Ortigia Island, home to the Piazza Duomo with its imposing cathedral, which was built on top of 
the remains of a Doric temple dating from the 5th century BC.

AGRIGENTO AND THE VALLEY OF THE TEMPLES

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CALTAGIRONE AND PIAZZA ARMERINA

daily Roman life. Piazza Armerina is home to the famous Villa Romana del Casale, built in the 4th 

century as a hunting lodge by a Roman patrician, the Villa is home to some of the best preserved 

and extensive examples of Roman mosaics spread over around 3500 square meters. Almost 

covered by a landslide in the 12th century, the Villa was fully excavated in the 20th century and 

now enjoys UNESCO World Heritage status. Admire vivid mosaics depicting scenes ranging from 

mythological stories to everyday activities. One intriguing tableau shows women exercising in 

bikini-style garments.
